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2 Overview 

The scope of this document is to define the REST API exposed by ASDC to execute the operations on the ‘Action’ 

library.  

ASDC as an integral ECOMP component provides the platform for the design and the storage of ‘Actions’. An 

‘Action’ represents a public operation or function that is provided by any of the ECOMP components. An ‘Action’ is 

used to define a Workflow that is supported by any of the ECOMP component. Typically, an ‘Action’ will be shown 

in the palette of a workflow Designer where the can be used while defining the workflow.  

The following business requirements will be addressed as part of this release: 

2.1 Operations 

 Create an Action 

 Update an Action 

 Delete an Action 

 Versioning of an Action: 

o Checkout – create a candidate minor version 

o Undo-Checkout – discard a candidate minor version 

o Checkin – commit a minor version  

o Submit - Finalize a major version 

 Upload artifact to the Action 

 Update artifact 

 Delete artifact 

2.2 Queries 

 Get a list of ECOMP components IDs to use as Action attributes. 

 Get the metadata of the existing Action versions (all major, last minor and minor candidate) based on 

actionInvariantUUID – the unique Action identifier. 

 Get a complete Action object based on its actionUUID – the unique version identifier. 

2.2.1 Filtered queries 

 Get a list of Actions with metadata, supported by a ECOMP component 

 Get a list of Actions with metadata, supported by a Catalog Model. i.e. Product, Service or Resources  

 Get a list of Actions with metadata , supported by a Vendor 

 Get a list of Actions with metadata of specific Category 

 Get list of deleted  Actions with metadata – TBD next Release 
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In 1610, filtered query will be supported only on a single filter criteria. 

Filtered queries will return the metadata of all existing major version and the last minor version. 
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3 Security 

ECOMP Components must identify themselves to the ASDC.   

ECOMP Component credentials should be passed using HTTP Basic Authentication.   

Credentials must be sent in an “Authorization” header as follows:  

1. Username and password are combined into a string "username:password". 
2. The resulting string is then encoded using the RFC2045-MIME variant of Base64 
3. The authorization method and a space i.e. "Basic" is then putted before the encoded string. 

 

The Authorization is provided by AAF and the users should be configured to have one of the following roles: 

1. Editor Role: AAF role name ‘com.att.amdocs.sdc.workflow.editor’ allows the user to perform all operations 
on the Action. 
 

2. Watcher Role: AAF role name ‘com.att.amdocs.sdc.workflow.watcher’ allows the user to  perform only 
‘Read-only’ operations. The user will not be able to create, update or delete Actions.

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4 Interface 

In order to use the defined interface the ECOMP component (e.g. Change Management (CM)) has to be pre-
configured at least with the following parameters: 

 HTTP Basic Authentication Username & Password: credentials to use for component authentication on 
ASDC side.  All component instances (e.g. CM instances) can share the same Basic Authentication 
credentials or each one can have its own ones, but keep in mind that the same credentials should be 
provisioned also in ASDC (ASDC will store “password” as SHA-2 (256) hashed with dynamically generated 
salt value). 

 ASDC TLS certificates: all ASDC APIs require the establishment of secure connection over TLS. TLS 
connection has to be established between ECOMP component and ASDC (downgrade dance to SSL 3.0 
should be disabled). 

 Global ASDC FQDN: Each API request (HTTP transaction) might be handled by different ASDC instance. 

The ECOMP component  will  access  AIC GSS (Global  Site Selector)  to  resolve  the  Global  ASDC  FQDN  
to site specific  FQDN.   
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5 Action lifecycle operations 

5.1 Action Versioning  

‘Actions’ are versionable. When an ‘Action’ is checkout by user, it is locked and cannot be edited by other users. 

The Action can be updated /saved as many times as the user likes when it is checked out and all the saves are added 
to the same checkout Action object. 

5.1.1 Versioning Operations

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5.2 Create an Action 

5.2.1 Functional Behavior 

This operation will create an Action with a unique actionInvariantUUID, as an initial minor version candidate 0.1 with 
unique actionUUID and its Status will be ‘locked’  (‘locked’ to the username, who created it and can only be updated 
by the same user). When the user commits the minor version, the ‘Lock’ is released and the minor version is created. 
User can also discard the ‘candidate’ minor version using the checkoutUndo operation. 

Refer par. 5.1 for the Versioning policy.

If the Authorization 
header is missing, then an HTTP “401 Unauthorized” with ‘WWW-
Authenticate’ header specifying the type of required client 
authentication and realm token will be returned. “401” response  
should trigger  the  repeated  HTTP  request  sending with 
“Authorization” header containing  the  client’s  credentials. 
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 If  “Authorization” header is  received, but  the client‘s 
authentication fails  (due to  either  unknown “username” or 
invalid “password”)  the  “403 Forbidden”  response  code will be 
returned. 

If the user has authenticated succesfuly but unauthorized to 
access ASDC Action library, the  “403 Forbidden”  response  code 
will be returned. 

 Request Body

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5.3 Update an Action 

5.3.1 Functional Behavior 

The Action can be updated only by the same user, who has ‘Locked’ the Action i.e. the user, who has created the 
candidate version by ‘checking-out’ the Action. An error will be returned if different user tries to update a minor 
version candidate of the Action.  

This operation will not change the version of the Action. It will only update the Action object that has the last version 
with a status of ‘locked’, otherwise the operation will be rejected with error.  

In order to update an Action, the entire Action object needs to be sent in a request. In case, the Action exist, it will 
update the entire Action object. Any missing attribute will be updated with a ‘null’ value.  

Note:  

The Action JSON should not contain the Artifact attributes. Artifacts attributes are only updated with the Update 
Artifact command, as specified in section 7.2. An error will be returned if the Action JSON contains the artifact 
attribute.

5.4 Delete Action 

This operation enables the client to mark a specified Action as Deleted, while the Action object is preserved in the 
Action library. There is no option to undelete an Action, marked as “Deleted”.  

Th only Actions with “available” status are allowed to be deleted. 

The following operation results will be affected: 

 No updates (POST) wil be permited. 

 No status changes will be permited. 

 GET (actionInvariantUUID) will return a normal response, while the status of all versions will appear as 
“deleted” 

 GET (actionUUID) will return a normal response, while the status of the version will appear as “deleted” 

 Queries will not return deleted Actions 

 Associated artifacts are allowed for download in a normal way.

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5.5 Action Versioning 

Action versioning operations enable to manage the complete Action lifecycle as defined in par. 5.1. 

5.5.1 Versioning Operations 

 ‘Checkout’ and creating a minor version candidate 

If an Action object is required to be updated, it has to be first ‘checked-out’ and a candidate minor version created. 
Once the ‘candidate’ minor version is created, the Action object is ‘locked’ and only the user, who created it can do 
the changes and release the lock.  

The candidate minor version can only be created if the last version of the Action has the status of ‘available’ or ‘final’. 
An error will be returned if the status of the Action is ‘locked’.  

 Discard the Candidate Minor Version (Undo Checkout) 

This operation discards a minor version candidate. A subsequent ‘checkout’ will create a minor candidate with the 
same version number as discarded.  

An error will be returned if the status of the Action is ‘available’ or ‘final’.  

 ‘Checkin’ and committing the minor version 

Once the Action content has been finalized, it can be committed by the user by “Checkin” operation. This operation 
will generate the next minor version, available for any user to work with i.e. the ‘candidate’ version will be 
‘committed’.  

The minor version can be committed only by the same user who has ‘Locked’ the Action i.e. the user who had created 
the candidate version by ‘checkingout’ the Action.  An error will be returned if another user tries to update a 
candidate version of the Action. 

If the Action doesn’t have a candidate version, an error will be returned.  

 Finalizing a major version 

Once a minor version of the Action object is approved, it can be finalized into a major version. The new major version 
number will be x.00 e.g. 1.34 ->2.00 

If the status of the Action is ‘locked’, an error would be returned.
